Spectator event? YES, tickets at gate, $25 for Sat/Sun, $20/Sat only,
$15/Sun only, lower prices for 12 & under, admits to race, car show, air show,
and concert.

Saturday dinner? YES, chicken barbecue at Millville Air Museum, 5-7 PM,
